Kind church pastor officiating the wedding. Offers wisdom about marriage, legacy, and family. 

 

WHITNEY (Mentioned / Could Appear Later) 
Female | 50s | Black 

Emily’s adoptive mother. Controlling, image-conscious, emotionally distant. Raised Emily but 
damaged the relationship through control and rigidity. 

 

EMILY’S ADOPTIVE FATHER (Mentioned / Flashbacks 
Optional) 
Male | 50s (deceased) 



Loving, gentle father figure who adored Emily. A warm memory in her life. 

 

KAMMI 
Female | Late 20s–30s (Flashback) 

Former mental institution patient. Emotionally fragile, warm-hearted, grieving separation from 
her child. Provides key emotional clues to Margaret’s past.

FLORIST (CLARA) 
Female | 40s | Any Ethnicity 

Professional florist handling the wedding flowers before a suspicious accident sidelines her. 

 

CATERER 
Male/Female | 40s | Any Ethnicity 

Small business owner whose kitchen fire adds to the wedding chaos. 

 

LANDSCAPER 
Male | 40s | Any Ethnicity 

Local worker who casually informs Emily about the florist accident. 

 

FLOWER VENDOR 
Male/Female | 30s–60s 



Farmer’s Market vendor Margaret chats with during her first “chance” encounter with Emily. 

 

NEIGHBOR WITH DOG 
Male/Female | 30s–60s

BUS DRIVER 
Male/Female | 40s–60s
